INCE issuing our Material List in 1888 we have placed several new Styles and Grades
é of Movements on the market, thereby making it necessary to issue a new list, which
we now take pleasure in presenting you. We have thoroughly revised the old one and
added all the new material in use up to date, and have made a new departure in the manner
‘of classification. In the old list each particular size or series of a given article was
classified by itself, commencing with Class 1 in each case; while in this, the class represents
the movements taking the same grade of material.

Among the many grades of movements there are several of the same class in which
there is a difference in some of the material used; for instance, Gilded and Nickel Ray-
mond, one taking a Gilded barrel and the other a Nickel. In such cases we have given the
article several illustration numbers, and if the description of movement be read and the
correct number of illustration be given, in addition to class, no mistake can be made in
finish of article required. The idea being that the illustration serves to give the shape and
not finish of matertal. To further illustrate this, refer to Indexes, page 37, Nos. '432, 433
and 1,534 are given to the same illustration; No. 432, Class 1, is Steel, for a Raymond move-
ment, No. 433 Class 3-5, is Gilded, used on Gilded Wheelers, while No. 1,544, Class 4-5 is
Nickel plated, for Nickel Wheelers. , \

Instead of giving new illustration numbers to all the kinds of material, such as 18 Full
Plate, 18 Open Face, etc., etc., as in the old list, we have in this, illustrated only the ‘various
shapes we mannfacture, depending on the Class, as assigned to the different grades of move-
ments to determine the style-of finish required ; thereby doing away with a large number
of illustrations which would simply be duplicates, as in many cases the same material is
used in several different series of movements. By this arrangement the trade may under-
tand that the material is common to more than one size or series, thus enabling them to

" utilize such as they may have on hand and not be compelled to order the same under a
different name and number, except on account of finish. ’

In numbering illustrations throughout the catalogue, we have retained the numbers .
used in our previous lists, giving the number to the piece opposite the size and series to
which it was originally assigned; when such article is used for a different size or series,
have repeated the number, and in addition given the old illustration numbers.

In order that our material may be sold at a uniform price, we have added a Piece Price,
and all orders for less than one fourth dozen of any particular article will be charged at
piece price.

Commencing on page 100 will be found the numbers of all Movements manufactured by
us, giving the Grade and Class, and by referring to same no mistake can possibly occur as

to Material required.
